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Our Small Grants Programme is for not-for-profit voluntary or community groups.  The programme aims to help community groups at grass roots level who work to improve the quality of people’s lives in their local or wider community.  There is a special focus on those communities within areas where Genesis Housing Association residents live. 

This programme is funded and managed by Genesis Community, a Charitable Foundation working with Genesis Housing Association.
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Who can apply?
Applicants must be a Constituted Group with an annual income of £50,000 or less.

Groups can include Tenants / Residents Associations, Community Groups, Voluntary Groups.  Social Enterprises within this income bracket are also eligible to apply.
Applications from all eligible groups are welcome. However, if demand is very high we are likely to give priority to those applicants that have not previously received a grant from Genesis Community in previous years.
All applicant groups should have and must submit with their application: 
· Their constitution / set of rules and objectives
· A list of their management committee, of at least 3 people

· Evidence of a valid bank account for the group with at least 2 who are not related**
· Child protection or Vulnerable Persons Policy, if you will be working these groups
· Statement of Income and Expenditure for the current or previous year
**if your group does not have a bank account, a signed agreement must be made with an established organisation that will receive and administer funds on your behalf if successful.

Can I re-apply?

Successful applicants can not apply for another Genesis Community grant in the same annual funding cycle.  An annual funding cycle runs from April to April.
Applicants must state if they have received previous funding or are currently applying for funding from other sources.
We do not commit to continuous year on year funding through the Community Chest programme.

Our Priorities

Genesis Community is committed to making a real change to people’s lives and their communities. Our Small Grants Programme helps us to help local people achieve this. In particular your project will need to contribute to one of Genesis Community’s strategic themes:  
· Employment Training & Education – working with and supporting unemployed people and/or young people not in education, training or employment (NEET) into employability programmes to upskill, (re)train, break down barriers to employment, access opportunities and improve their life chances.  This can include volunteering.

· Older People and/or Vulnerable People – working with or supporting older and/or vulnerable people to improve their quality of life at home or in their local/wider community.

· Young People – working with or supporting young people to improve their opportunities and improve their quality of life at home or in the local/wider community.

· Financial Inclusion – working with or supporting people to improve their personal budgeting, understanding benefits, maximising income or avoiding / reducing debt. 

We also encourage projects that aim to:

Bring People / Communities Together or Build Community Spirit 
Improve people’s Health and Well Being

Improve the Environment
Empower People

We will expect that you have identified a need in a community, this involves consulting with residents people in the area and ascertaining which Social Landlords if any are operating there.
Priority will be given to groups that can demonstrate the involvement or participation of Genesis Housing Association residents.  

Priority Boroughs

We will be looking for projects which help us achieve our objectives in the communities where Genesis Housing Association residents live, giving priority to the following boroughs: Barnet, Brent, Camden, Ealing, Harrow, Hillingdon, Kensington & Chelsea, Newham, Redbridge, Tower Hamlets, Waltham Forest, Westminster and parts of Hertfordshire and Essex. (See page 4 for a list of the number of Genesis Households in London Boroughs.  Priority Areas have been highlighted yellow or have an asterisk *).

What can I apply for?
We encourage projects that seek to harness and develop the talents and skills of local people and communities and / or address or alleviate a problem / issue in a community.  
One off projects or pilot projects.

Applicants seeking funding to purchase equipment must demonstrate how the equipment will assist in the development of their project and organisation.
Priority will be given to groups that can demonstrate the involvement / participation of Genesis Housing Association residents.
We will only provide funding for Volunteer Expenses where travel and food cost has been incurred by the volunteer during their time on the project.

The costs of paying a sessional worker for a particular group or activity

What will NOT be funded?

Grants are not available for:

· Individuals



· Trips outside the United Kingdom

· Salaries (except a sessional worker – see above)
· Commercial or profit making activities or groups

· Statutory organisations

· The cost of work or activities that any other person or organisation has a statutory duty to undertake

· Spending that has already taken place

· Repairs to individual personal properties

· Building Work
Condition of Grant

Successful applicants must agree to complete and comply with a funding agreement and the monitoring requirements as set by Genesis Community.  A representative from the group will be required to attend a presentation ceremony and participate in publicity.

All work should be invoiced and completed within 12 months of receipt of funding.

Workers / Volunteers working with children or vulnerable people to have an up to date CRB check. 

To notify Genesis Community well in advance of events, that are part of the funded project, so that opportunities can be publicised to Genesis Housing Association residents.
Genesis Community aims to visit as many funded projects as possible.
How Much & When?

Grants of between £500 to a maximum of £2000.00 can be applied for.  

We are happy to fully fund or match fund successful applications up to £2000.00
Closing dates for applications are:
